It was reported to me all during the latter part of May that at
TCA and Southern Pacific Meets rumors were circulating that
TTOS Southwestern Division is bankrupt and is going out of
business, and that no one should bother to attend our Arcadia
Meets, and that Cal-Stewart is being taken over by another TTOS
Division.
